Must carry a minimum 2.0 GPA on university credits (on a 
4.0 scale) and a cumulative 2.4 GPA from high school.

ENGLISH PROFICIENCY

Satisfied by any of the following:
•  TOEFL iBT score of 61
•  IELTS score of 6.0
•  PTE score of 45
