* Know your building — What does this include?

* Know your building population —Why is this so important?
* Training — BEC, NIMS, and Fire Safety/Extinguisher

The BEC's role In the Emergency
Management Program

* The Response Phase: The BEC's role

* Report immediate life-threatening emergencies - Call
911

* Assess your building’s impact of the event

* Facilitate an orderly evacuation of your building and
assist evacuees

» Accountability of evacuees




The BEC's role In the Emergency
Management Program

* The Response Phase: The BEC's role continued
» Attempt to extinguish small fires if safe to do so.
* REPORT building status to the University EOC
* Secure Building — Keep people from reentering the building
* Maintain communication/coordination with the EOC
* Conduct a rapid visual assessment of the building




The BEC's role in the Emergency
Management Program

* The Mitigation Phase: The BEC's role continued
(Lessen the effects of the emergency or disaster)
* The BEC Program
* Equipment - AED
* Ensure an Emergency Preparedness Attitude




The BEC's role in the Emergency
Management Program

* The Recovery Phase: The BEC's role continued
* Business Continuity Plan (BCP)
* Is you building an essential service
* Disaster impact on the building population
* Disaster impact on you - Critical Incident Stress
* Relocation
